The through fares will be available from Adelaide, Albury, Cairns, Canberra, Coffs Harbour, Gold Coast, Hobart, 
Launceston, Mackay, Mildura, Port Macquarie, Rockhampton and Townsville through all of Emirates Australian 
gateway cities, Brisbane, Melbourne, Perth and Sydney.

 Qatar Airways to 
launch in Australia

Qatar Airways has announced that it will commence its 
long-awaited Australian services with an inaugural flight on 
6th December 2009. The carrier will operate three weekly 
services from Melbourne using a new Boeing 777-200LR and 
then moving to daily early in the New Year when another 
aircraft is available. The new flight will connect travellers 
with a one-stop service from the UK and Europe to Australia, 
with a planned one hour connection time in Doha.

Pacific Blue to fly direct to Queenstown, 
Dunedin and Wellington

Virgin Blue's short-haul international offshoot, Pacific Blue will 
operate direct services from Australia to Queenstown, Dun-
edin and Wellington in New Zealand with the flights to debut 
in September this year. Pacific Blue will operate two flights 
per week between Sydney and Queenstown, with three flights 
weekly between Sydney and Wellington, as well as three per 
week between Brisbane and Dunedin.
The move will see Pacific Blue operating direct Tasman 
services from six New Zealand ports: Auckland, Christchurch, 
Wellington, Hamilton, Dunedin and Queenstown. Pacific Blue 
has future plans for a direct service between Auckland and 
Dunedin.

JETSTAR IN NEW ZEALAND
Qantas has replaced its domestic New Zealand services with Jetstar. 
Jetstar will become the second largest airline in New Zealand, serving 
four destinations and operating a five-route network of 84 weekly flights. 
The services will link  Auckland with Christchurch, Wellington and 
Queenstown and also Christchurch with Wellington and Queenstown. 
The Qantas Club lounge will still operate in Auckland, Wellington and 
Christchurch, however there is no lounge in Queenstown.
